I have the honor to submit the foliowling summary
report covering the asotivities of the Insular Police
during the fiscal year 1932-33:

No changes of importance wers msde in the organiw
gobion of the eoumissioned snd enlisted personnel. The
system of prowotion of commissloned @fficers adopied
at the beginning of the yeur was further modified by a
law paseed in the lust Legislature conferriung on the
Folice Commission, instead of the Chief of the Insular
Polige, full suthoxrlity in the matter of promotions.

The total disbursements duriag the year amounted
to $884,424.96, a deoreage of 6.6 per cent below the
expenditure in 1931-32. The sum of §7Y67,0828.72, oxr BY
per eent of the totml, was expended for selaries, and
§117,402.24 for other purposem. However these disburse-
ments do not represent the total cont of the merviced,
as the Department Linished the yesr with e defiocly of
between L4, 000 and $26,000. Thnie deficit was due in
lerge measure to failure on the part of the Legisluture
to appropriate sufficlient Tunds for ocertuin expensesn
whiogh are mandsatory by law. Also the cost of extra
gservice in conneciion with tne oyclone in Oclobexr 19232,
snd during the election period, forced us 40 excesd the
amounts approprieted for wvarlous items of the budget.
4 deficieney bill covering the shortage was presented in
the last sesslon of the Leglslature. It was ap.roved in
the House of Representatives , bus failed of passage in
the Senate. This 18 the firet time in meny years that
the Leglislature has falled to approve polive deficiency
biils.
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The total number of arrests mads by the Insular Police
in 1932-33 was 105,816, an incresse of 18 per cent over the
sorresponding total for 1931l-38. Tite number of personse
brought to trial wes 80,950, of whom 69,970, oxr B8 per ceab,
wereé convioted. Thip compares with 84.9 per cent during
the prvvious year, and 83.1 per ceat in 1930-3l. Our per-
centage of convictions during the Last yesr Ins the highest
ever attainel in the hisbtory of the Iansulasr Police.

The crime record shows gome improvement over that for
the preceding two yesrs. Practically all serious crimes,
with the exception of wurder and nonepnsgligent manslaughter,
have dsoreased during the past year, some of them as much
as 30 %o 40 pexr cent in compsarison with 1931-32. Against
thig satisfeoctory general situation there is a marked
increase in the number of murders. Iun 1930-31 there were
registered o total of 150 murders in the Island, including
uader this classification a few cases of non-pegligent
manglaughter; this increased the Tollowing yesr to 181,
and in 1932-33 %o 210. There is no adeguste explanstion
for the slarming growih of this type of corime, although theye
is reazon to belleve that delays in bringlng tc trisl persons
aocuged of muprder are one of the contributing causes.

The frecuency of sulcldes has decreased in comperison
with 1981-32, when a total of 306 persons tvok their livesn,
he highest number recorded for a single year in the history
of the Island. The corresponding total for 1932«33 was 275,
& decresse of 31 in comparison with the previous year, butb
20 nbove the record of twe yeurs azo. Abbewpts ad sulclde
sumbered 1456, againat 190 iu 1981-33, and 165 the year before.

The improvement in traffic conditions moted in my repors
for last year has coniinued. The anumber of deaths in motor
vehicles accidents reached 114, but nearly one rifth of this
totel corresponds to & single socideat when su overlosded
truck orashed over a precipice, resulting in 21 deschig. .
Exoluding thim mcoident the total is yeduced %o 93, as com-
pered with 95 last yeer, and 111 two years sgp. The reduction
in the number of fatalitles caused by privat%%ﬁwnea sars is
eéspecially notable. Thls improvement is due Bhiefly to
stricter regulation of traffic by the police, espeeislly on
the country ronds, which are mow patrolled regularly by our
mounted Road Polioes. The number injured ia motor soeidents
shows & corresponding improvement over previous yearge
Hevertheless 1t should not be forgotten thed our fatelity
rate in proportion to the number of re.'atered motor vehi-

cles is aeveral times the rate in the Unites Setem.
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The almost perfect order which prevailed during the
electlions held in November is convincing evidence of the
high level of efficiency preveiling in the force. ilany
tributes from election officers and politicel lesders
emphasize the faot that the 1932 elections wers the
falrest and most orderly ever held in the Islaud.

48 8 result of our experience with the use of
speecial policemen in connestiion with the election, the
Chief of the Force proposed to the Police Commission the
establishment of & permsnecut police reserve. 7This resome
mendation wae approved and put into force by the rolicse
Commigsion, with the result that we aow have enlisted
in the Resexrve Folice around 2560 men, reaiy for eall for
special service at any time they msy be needed.

After cousiderable
study tae Police (ommission reached the comolusion thut
in order tc meet these mesadatory obligations it may be
necessary to suspend filiing all vecancies thet ocour
during the year in order to ecounomize the fuunds needed
to cever such expenditures. This measure will mesn s
rouuction in the enlisted personnel of around BO men by
the end of the year.
